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Facts about Japan 
 

1. Less than 1% are Christian.  About .4% are evangelical, according to www.joshuaproject.org. 
2. Many Japanese people lack even a basic, historical knowledge of Jesus Christ and his message. 
3. Sometimes called a “graveyard” for missionaries because the people are difficult to reach. 
4. Average Christian church is about 30 people in size. 
5. Tokyo is the largest city in Japan and the most expensive city in the world. 
6. Yokohama is the 2nd largest city in Japan, about 45 minutes south of Tokyo by train. 
7. Our ministry (Every Nation) has six churches in Japan.  The main church is in Yokohama; plans are in 

the works for a church-plant in Tokyo in 1-2 years. �  
 
Our Plan and Strategy 
 

1. A major factor is the openness in Japan’s youth to foreign things. 
2. They are favorable to American things, and especially things from Hawaii – hula, surfing, ukulele, etc. 
3. The younger generation is also much more open to different forms of spirituality. 
4. The college campuses, as in most nations, are where future leaders and “radicals” can be reached. 
5. Two full-time campus missionaries are beginning the push in collegiate ministry now and throughout 

2006.  We’ll join in to give the effort as much momentum and growth as possible. 
6. We hope to open successful outreaches at five key campuses in the Tokyo/Yokohama area: 

·  Sophia University (Tokyo) 
·  Obirin University (Tokyo) 
·  Kanto Gakuin (Yokohama) 
·  Keio University (Yokohama and Tokyo campuses) 

7. Subsequently, we will brainstorm ways to launch new churches and campus outreaches at other major 
campuses across Japan.

1. We have ten years of experience in college ministry in Hawaii, and have helped to launch over twenty 
workers into full-time ministry, both locally and abroad.
